• Start with Your Heart 
 
Ephesians 5:19–20 (NIV) 
 
Speak to one another with psalms, hymns and spiritual songs. Sing and make music in your heart to the 
Lord, always giving thanks to God the Father for everything, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ. 
 
Isaiah 29:13 (ESV) 
 
“This people draw near with their mouth and honor me with their lips, while their hearts are far from 
me…” 
 

• Lead with Your Lips 
 
Verse 15 – “…offer to God a sacrifice of praise—the fruit of lips that confess his name.” 
 
Psalm 71:8 (NIV) 
 
My mouth is filled with your praise, declaring your splendor all day long. 
 
Psalm 69:30-31 (NIV) 
 
“I will praise God’s name in song… This will please the LORD more than an ox.”
