Hebrews 13:5-7 (NIV) 
 
Keep your lives free from the love of money and be content with what you have, because God has said, "Never will I 
leave you; never will I forsake you."  So we say with confidence, "The Lord is my helper; I will not be afraid. What can 
man do to me?" Remember your leaders, who spoke the word of God to you. Consider the outcome of their way of life 
and imitate their faith. 
 
 
I.  His Presence – that we might Cultivate Contentment 
 
Verse 5 – “Keep your lives free from the love of money and be content with what you have, because God has said, 
"Never will I leave you; never will I forsake you." 
 
1 Timothy 6:17 (NIV) 
 
Command those who are rich in this present world not to be arrogant nor to put their hope in wealth, which is so 
uncertain, but to put their hope in God, who richly provides us with everything for our enjoyment. 
 
Philippians 4:12–13 (NIV) 
 
I have learned the secret of being content in any and every situation, whether well fed or hungry, whether living in plenty 
or in want. I can do everything through him who gives me strength. 
 
1 Timothy 6:6–8 (ESV) 
 
But godliness with contentment is great gain, for we brought nothing into the world, and we cannot take anything out of 
the world.  But if we have food and clothing, with these we will be content.
